Homework Guidelines
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Math (Monday-Thursday):  

Most nights your child will receive one double sided math page for homework.  The math pages will be marked “P” for Practice and “E” for Enrichment.  

· The Practice page is a MUST DO!  

· The Enrichment page is to optional! Extra Enrichment practice only and does not need to be completed. Try it if you can!
*** If your child is in the accelerated math program, this does not apply.  Their teacher will determine their method of homework***
Reading: 

Students should read for 15-20 minutes daily.
Spelling:  

· Word lists will come home on Friday. Practice the words especially the highlighted words. Post-tests will be given each Friday.
Social Studies/Science:  Will be given as needed…not daily.

Student Homework Responsibilities
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· Students are responsible for recording all homework assignments in an agenda book and taking home all books and materials necessary to complete the assigned homework. 

· Students are expected to complete all homework assignments every day. 

· Students are responsible for completing their homework on time and in the required format.

· Students are to complete all homework in pencil unless specified by teacher. 
· If a student forgets his/her homework, they have until the next day to return it in order to get credit. 

· Students are responsible for requesting make-up work when they return to school after an absence.  Teacher will determine due date for missed work.   
· Students who are experiencing difficulty with their homework are encouraged to seek help from teacher. 
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If any homework is challenging and requires too much time, please have your child stop. I ask that you (or your child) jot a quick note so that I am aware of the difficulty that he or she is having at home.
